Introducción
La venta o la compra de una vivienda unifamiliar es con 
frecuencia la transacción financiera más importante 
en la vida de una persona. Si usted está por comprar o 
vender, o refinanciar una vivienda, deseará asegurarse 
de que el proceso sea relativamente relajado y que 
todo se realice sin contratiempos y de la manera más 
confiable posible. A fin de lograr esta tranquilidad, 
seleccionará y utilizará un agente de plica con  
licencia, calificado y que ofrezca sus servicios a un  
precio competitivo. Si bien el proceso de plica 
en California es a veces difícil de entender, es el 
procedimiento más comúnmente utilizado en la 
compra, la venta y el refinanciamiento de propiedades 
inmuebles en el estado.

¿Qué es una plica? 
Plica es el proceso en donde las partes intervinientes 
en la transferencia o financiamiento de una propiedad 
depositan los documentos, fondos u otros objetos de 
valor ante un tercero desinteresado y neutral (el agente 

de plica). Estos valores se mantienen en depósito  
hasta que un evento o condición específica tenga 
lugar según instrucciones determinadas escritas de 
mutuo acuerdo entre las partes. La plica es, en esencia, 
una cámara de compensación para la recepción, 
el intercambio y la distribución de los elementos 
necesarios para transferir o financiar una propiedad. 

¿Por qué es importante la plica?
La plica es un servicio que protege al público y minimiza 
el riesgo potencial presente en cualquier transacción 
inmobiliaria. 

¿Quiénes pueden proporcionar 
servicios de plica en California?
La Ley de Plica establece que el depositario de plica 
debe ser una corporación dedicada al negocio de 
recibir las plicas para su depósito o entrega, y debe 
tener una licencia emitida por el Departamento de 
Corporaciones de California (DOC, en inglés). Hay 

Antes de firmar cualquier instrucción 
respecto a la plica o cualquier 
acuerdo, asegúrese de leer y 
comprender todo en primer lugar.

exenciones previstas en la Ley de plica por las que se 
permite a otras entidades y personas que no tengan 
licencia emitida por DOC a prestar servicios de plica. 
Entre ellas, se incluyen las siguientes:

1. Los bancos, las compañías fiduciarias, compañías 
constructoras y de préstamos o ahorros, o de 
seguros conforme a las leyes de este estado y de 
los Estados Unidos.

2. Los abogados con licencia de California que 
tengan una relación de buena fe con un cliente 
con un capital en una transacción inmobiliaria 
o de bien mueble, y que no estén activamente 
involucrados en el negocio inmobiliario.

3. Las compañías de títulos con licencia otorgada 
por el Comisionado de Seguros de California.

4. Los corredores inmobiliarios con licencia 
otorgada por el Departamento de Bienes Raíces 
de California mientras actúen en el curso de una 
transacción inmobiliaria, o incidental a esta, y en 
la cual son agentes o parte de la transacción.
